DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Under the overall supervision of the Director of IGAD Climate Prediction and Applications Centre (ICPAC), Dynamical Modeling and Prediction Officer shall be responsible for following duties and responsibilities:

(a) Implement and lead dynamical climate modeling activities of ICPAC including installation of appropriate global/regional climate models at ICPAC and executing ensemble runs of the models relevant to climate prediction over the GHA; 
(b) Post processes the model ensemble data and coordinate model data archival, by implementing appropriate mass storage systems; 
(c) Prepare model diagnostic products for the GHA region, in the form of maps, charts, tables, etc.,  and assess the skills of key dynamical models in representing GHA climate; 
(d) Undertake statistical downscaling of the dynamical model output to generate tailored products for the GHA region; 
(e) Access, interpret and assess seasonal forecasts of WMO Global Producing Centres of long-range forecasts (GPCs) as relevant to GHA, and facilitate their use in developing GHACOF products; 
(f) Coordinate standardized verification of relevant climate prediction products from GHACOF and GPCs; 
(g) Coordinate model deployment in the operational activities of ICPAC, to meet the requirements of the mandatory as well as highly recommended functions of a WMO Regional Climate Centre (RCC); 
(h) Support the National Meteorological and Hydrological Services (NMHSs) in strengthening their climate modeling capacity; 
(i) Coordinate the development of ICPAC climate modeling strategy, including climate research linkages and capacity building aspects; 
(j) Prepare periodic progress reports and annual reports on modeling as required by ICPAC and NMHSs; 
(k) Undertake any other related duties as may be assigned by the Director
Education

At least a Masters degree in Meteorology/Atmospheric Sciences or relevant scientific/technical discipline, preferably with specialization in climate modeling.
Work experience

At least 5 years of working experience in operational climate modeling activities. Evidence of good knowledge and applications of general circulation models and regional climate models is required.
